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	First we did it by having client service managers in the U.S. who would just liaise with vendors, who we would use abroad, co-counsel.  And we quickly saw that was not a desirable solution, and that we really needed to be able to deliver the service directly, ourselves. So we started opening offices abroad, starting with Belgium. 

And the important factor in opening offices abroad, of course, is since we're practicing local law in each of these countries, is that we needed local lawyers. We needed to recruit attorneys who were knowledgeable about immigration and admitted in the jurisdictions we were practicing. We tried to pick the principle markets to expand into first. And we've continued with that philosophy. 

We're now at a point where we're continuing to expand, but also consolidating in the major markets. The short-term goal really is to become the foremost practice in each of the major markets in the world. I think it's accomplishable, and believe that we're making good strides in trying to get there.
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
