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	Pro bono activity is, in our view here at Fragomen, not an option. It is a requirement. We believe that lawyers particularly, but all people in organizations should contribute and give back to the community. And lawyers actually have an obligation to do so under professional responsibility rules. And we pride ourselves in the levels of contribution that we make. 

Our lawyers enjoy their pro bono work that they do, for the most part.  Sometimes the cases are extremely tough. But we enjoy the activity because it's helping people. And people who work in immigration are usually people that enjoy helping people. It is a people business. In the end, outside of the compliance work where you're trying to help a company that's confronted by a government audit, you're helping people to achieve goals, whether it's a green card or citizenship, work authorization, move their family here. And when you achieve these goals it's very satisfying.  The pro bono work we do ends up being satisfying in two ways. You achieve the goals and you've also helped somebody who really needed it and couldn't get it otherwise.
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
